SLIDE MILLING TABLES
DESCRIPTION

Palmgren Slide Milling Tables (36101 &
37121) are made from fine grain 
cast iron. The tables feature single axis
movement and graduated dials can be
adjusted for easy “0” setting. The 
tops are precision-ground to a 0.001” total

indicator reading. The solid steel ball crank
handle does not extend below the base.
These precision built slide tables are
essential for accurate boring, drilling,
grinding and milling operations.

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• Dovetail slides can be adjusted to
move freely, or with minimum clear-
ance as desired. Loosen the lock nuts
(Ref. No. 14), and then adjust the gib
screws (Ref. No. 13) until slide moves as
desired. Tighten lock nuts to hold the
setting.

• To lock the slide more securely during
actual work, substitute a M5 slotted or
socket head machine screw for the
center gib screw. This can be tightened
during work and loosened for moving
the slide.

• The threaded steel collar (Ref. No. 8) on
the acme threaded cross feed screws

permit adjustment to minimize back-
lash.

• Depending on usage, the dovetails and
leadscrew will require occasional lubri-
cation. Lubricate the dovetail slides
and leadscrews with non-detergent
SAE30 oil.

• The graduated collars (Ref. No. 6) on
the feed screws provide for reading at
.001” increments. These collars can be
set at 0° or any other convenient read-
ing at start of work operation.

• Periodically wipe table with a rust-pre-
ventative oil.
